T W EPIDEMIOLOGY IN EUROPE

The European Programme for Intervention Epidemiology Training started in 1995. The
programme is funded by the European Commission and by various EU member states as well
as WHO and Norway. Subject to agreement for another round of funding, the tenth cohort of
fellows is planned, starting in September 2004. The programme invites applications for twelve
fellowships for this 24-month training programme in communicable disease field epidemiology.

FELLOWSHIPS

Applicants for the 2004 cohort must be nationals of an EU member country, Switzerland or
Norway and should have experience in public health, a keen interest in fieldwork and be
pursuing a career involving public health infectious disease epidemiology. They should have a
good knowledge of English and of at least one other EU language, and be prepared to live
abroad for a period of 24 months.

AIM OF THE TRAINING

The aim of the training is to enable the fellow to assume service responsibilities in
communicable disease epidemiology. The in-service training will focus on outbreak
investigations, disease surveillance, applied research, and communications with decision
makers, the media, the public and the scientific community.
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Fellows will attend a three-week intensive introductory course and then be located in a host
institute in one of the 25 participating European countries, Switzerland or Norway. Further
training modules are organized during the two-year programme, normally in one of the
participating national institutes with responsibility for communicable disease surveillance.

Malaria bland engelska Gambia-resenarer

I Eurosurveillance Weekly nr 49 publicerades en rapport om malariafall bland engelska turister
som varit i Gambia. Det rér sig om fem personer som lagts in pd sjukhus mellan den 25 Och 28
november, alla med falciparum-malaria och tre av dem allvarligt sjuka. Bara tva hade tagit
nagon form av profylax och da enbart klorokin som inte langre ar effektivt i Gambia.

D3 Gambia &r ett populért vinterresmal dven fér svenskar kan det vara lage att pdminna om
vikten av adekvat malariaprofylax. Hittills i &r har tre svenskar insjuknat i falciparum-malaria,
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tva i slutet av oktober, en i november. Inget av fallen hade tagit fullgod profylax. Vanligen
anmals 2-4 fall frAn Gambia per ar, men vissa ar intréffar stérre utbrott, senast ar 2000.
